2.1.6.10. (Added) On-base concerts, field days and other base-wide functions: Distilled spirits, wine,
malt beverages, and wine coolers. Properly trained staff from the Officers' or Enlisted Club will perform
this service. Specific approval on a case-by-case basis must be obtained from the 374 AW/CC prior to the
event.

2.6. (Added) Restrictions on Consumption. Consumption of personally purchased bulk alcoholic bev-
erages at places other than the base picnic areas, Tama Lodge, and government quarters assigned to
accompanied or unaccompanied personnel is strictly prohibited. Consumption of malt and low alcoholic
beverages is permitted at all athletic areas (Wilkins Park, Yokota Park, Darling Park, Friendship Field,
Tachi Field, Bonk Field, and Snyder Field) except when youth teams are competing. Consumption of
alcoholic beverages in work areas is strictly prohibited, unless approved for special occasions by the
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appropriate authority. Group commanders have final approval authority for their groups, 374th Mission
Support Group Commander (374 MSG/CC) has approval authority for the 374 MSG and all tenant units.
All waivers must be coordinated through 374 MSG/SV-1, Services Deputy Chief prior to group com-
mander approval.

2.7. (Added) No alcoholic beverages, including beer and wine, will be sold to personnel while on duty for
on-premise consumption, except during the meal period when beverages are sold as part of the meal.

| 3.5. Shopettes are authorized sale of alcoholic beverages until 2300 hours.
