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This supplement implements AFMAN 23-110, Vol. 2, Part 2, Chapter 7, USAF Supply Manual. 1t estab-
lishes additional responsibilities and procedures to follow in the execution of managing Rejects and Man-
agement Notices. This supplement applies to all assigned, attached, or associated units to the 8th Fighter
Wing, Kunsan Air Base, Korea.

SUMMARY OF REVISIONS

This supplement updates brought by the revision of AFMAN 23-110, Vol. 2, Part 2, Chapter 7. Additional
responsibilities were added to the procedures for deleting rejects. A bar (|) indicates revision form the pre-
vious edition.

AFMAN 23-110, Volume 2, Part 2, Chapter 7, is supplemented as follows:

7.9.2.3. Flight Commanders/Superintendents will appoint a primary and alternate reject monitor for their
flight. This appointment will be by letter and forwarded to 8th Logistics Readiness Squadron, Manage-
ment & Systems Flight, Procedures and Accountability (8 LRS/LGRSP). The letter should include the
reject monitor’s rank, telephone number, DEROS, and whether they are the alternate or primary.

7.19.2.3. The “Reason Why” should clearly state what was done to correct the rejected information. The
reason should also include, when applicable, the transaction number the new document processed under.
