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This supplement implements and extends the guidance of Air Force Instruction (AFI) 51-202, 1 October
1996.  It applies to nonjudicial punishment action initiated against Air Force Reserve Command (AFRC)
Category A Reservists by their AFRC unit commanders.  It does not apply to Reservists who are serving
periods of extended active duty (EAD) or periods of active duty under Title 10 United States Code, who
will be processed according to the active duty unit’s directives.  Nonjudicial punishment actions initiated
by an active duty unit commander against a Category A Reservist who is returned to duty with the AFRC
unit while the action is pending will be processed to conclusion according to with this supplement.  The
AFI is printed word-for-word without editorial review.  Air Force Reserve supplementary material is indi-
cated by ("AFRC") in boldface type.  This supplement describes Air Force Reserve procedures to be used
in conjunction with the basic instruction.  Upon receipt of this integrated supplement discard the Air
Force basic.

SUMMARY OF REVISIONS

This revision deletes the provision concerning AFRC/CC delegation of the decision authority to place a
Record of Nonjudicial Punishment action in the Officer Selection Record and the Officer Command
Selection Record Group to AFRC NAF commanders (paragraph 5.3.) and the provision authorizing travel
at Government expense to meet with Area Defense Counsel (paragraph 4.7.1) AFI 51-202/AFRES Sup, 3
May 1996, and aligns our supplement with current instructions within AFI 51-202 and AFI 36-2608.  A
(|) indicates revisions from the previous editions.

2.1.  (Added)  (Bullet 5)  AFRC unit commanders only at such times as the commander is subject to the
UCMJ.

2.1.1.  Reservist must be in a military duty status which makes them subject to the UCMJ.

2.3.  AFRC/CC delegates powers under Article 15 to AFRC/CV.
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2.6.  Unit staff judge advocate (SJA) will inform numbered air force (NAF) SJAs of any actions planned
or initiated against an officer.

3.2.  Do not involuntarily order a Reservist to a duty status solely for purposes of initiating or completing
nonjudicial punishment actions.  Nonjudicial punishment should be offered no later than the next unit
training assembly after the offense is discovered or the investigation is completed.

4.2.  The AFRC unit SJA coordinates and obtains a copy of the completed Record of Nonjudicial Punish-
ment and ensures that after conclusion of the action, the Record of Nonjudicial Punishment is processed
through HQ AFRC/JA for inclusion in the member’s personnel records at HQ ARPC.

4.2.1.  (Added)  Reservist serving on active duty will not be involuntarily retained on active duty to com-
plete nonjudicial punishment action.  When there is not enough time to process an action, the active duty
commander may defer action to the Reservist’s unit commander and forward all the supporting evidence
to that commander for appropriate disposition.

4.4.1.  The AFRC unit commander initiating the Article 15 must be in "military status" when the Record
of Nonjudicial Punishment is signed; when the Reservist gives a personal presentation; and at the time the
punishment is imposed.  The Reservist must be in military status when served the Record of Nonjudicial
Punishment and when the personal presentation is made.

4.7.  Reservists not on active duty for at least 72 hours following notification of Article 15 action, must
respond no later than 1000 on the second day of the first unit training assembly (UTA) after being served
notification.

4.7.1.  The appropriate active duty Area Defense Counsel (ADC) normally provides defense services to
the Reservist.  It is the unit SJA’s responsibility to ensure an ADC is reasonably available to provide
advice.  If ADC service is not available, the SJA attempts to arrange for such service with the appropriate
Chief Circuit Defense Counsel’s (CCDC) office.  Judge advocates assigned to the Reservist unit will not
provide advice without prior approval from HQ AFRC/JA.

5.1.1.  (Added)  If the Reservist is not physically available or is otherwise unwilling to appear before the
commander to accept the punishment, the commander may serve notice by certified mail, return receipt
requested to the Reservist’s last known address.  Send the Reservist a copy of the Record of Nonjudicial
Punishment, together with all attachments.  The commander notes the Reservist’s absence in a memoran-
dum for record to be attached to the original Record of Nonjudicial Punishment that is forwarded to HQ
AFRC/JAC when ready for GCM review.

5.3.  AFRC/CC specifically retains the decision authority in all cases involving those O-6 or above and
those selected for promotion to O-6.

5.4.3.  (Added)  Commander’s may not require Reservist to arrive before, or remain after, UTA to serve
nonjudicial punishment; therefore, correctional custody, arrest in quarters, restriction or extra duties
should not be imposed unless the Reservist is expected to serve on EAD or perform Annual Duty Train-
ing.

5.4.4.  (Added)  Barring Reservists from participating in UTAs is not an authorized punishment.

5.4.5.  (Added)  Forfeitures of pay of Reservists not on EAD are based upon base pay authorized for duty
performed during the period of punishment and should be stated in "dollars and cents."

6.4.  (Added)  AFRC Procedures.  If courts-martial is demanded, the AFRC unit commander notifies the
AFRC unit’s SJA.  The unit SJA reviews the case with the active duty special courts-martial convening
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authority’s (SPCM) SJA supporting the AFRC unit.  For courts-martial, the Record of Nonjudicial Pun-
ishment and all the evidence is provided to the SPCM for disposition by the AFRC wing commander (or
appropriate, AFRC NAF commander).  Identify a full-time point of contact in the AFRC unit to assist the
SPCM SJA with the case.  Send copies of the transmittal letter and Record of Nonjudicial Punishment to
HQ AFRC/JAC, 155 Second Street, Robins AFB GA  31098-1635.  If necessary, have the Reservist
recalled to active duty under the provisions of paragraph 2.8.4.

7.4.2.  Absent Reservists waive their appeal right by failing to make an election by 1000 30 days after the
receipt of the notice.  Advise Reservists only elections that are made in person to the commander and in
military status are accepted.  The commander prepares a memorandum for record (MFR) when the
Reservist fails to appear or to make a proper election.  Attach the MFR to the transmittal letter, a copy of
Record of Nonjudicial Punishment that was mailed, and the certified receipt (signed or not).  Attach these
documents to the original Record of Nonjudicial Punishment.

8.3.  Only those conditions which reasonably relate to the performance of military duties, readiness to per-
form those duties, or status as a member of the Reserve may be used in such suspensions.  The failure of
the condition does not have to occur at a time when the Reservist is subject to the UCMJ in order for the
commander to vacate the suspension of punishment.

8.6.1.  Before initiating a set aside of punishment, the SJA to the commander discusses the propriety of
the action with their AFRC NAF SJA and HQ AFRC SJA.

11.2.  AFRC unit SJAs forward the original Record of Nonjudicial Punishment to HQ AFRC/JAC, 155
Second Street, Robins AFB GA  31098-1635.

11.2.1.  AFRC units do not process AMJAMS.

14.4.  AFRC unit SJAs are not required to submit AMJAMS.  However, the original Record of Nonjudi-
cial Punishment must be forwarded along with information reflecting the member’s sex, race and national
origin, to HQ AFRC/JAC for GCM review.
