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This Air Force instruction (AFl) implements Department of Defense Directives (DoDD) 1334.1, Wearing
of the Uniform, 11 August 1969; 1348.33, Military Awards Program, 26 August 1985; DoDD 1300.17,
Accommodation of Religious Practices Within the Military Services, 3 February 1988; and Air Force Pol-
icy Directive 36-29, Military Sandards. It directs the wear of uniforms, insignias, awards, and decora-
tions. It describes minimum standards of personal appearance of Air Force members in uniform and
standards of civilian dress and appearance. The Uniform Code of Military Justice applies to personnel
who violate the specific prohibitions and requirements of this instruction. The Chief, Military Personnel
Flight (MPF) assigns an office within the Customer Support Section to be the Office of Primary Respon-
sibility (OPR) for this instruction. Refer to Attachment 1 for a Glossary of references, abbreviations,
acronyms, terms, and addresses. Refer to Attachment 2 for phaseout dates for uniform items.

(AMC) AFI 36-2903, 1 November 2001, issupplemented asfollows. This publication appliesto AMC,
AMC-gained Air National Guard (ANG) units upon mobilization and when published in ANGIND 2, and
Air Force Reserve Command (AFRC) units and tenants units located on AMC host installations. Author-
ity to publish is HQ AFPC/DPSFC Memorandum, 18 June 1997. The OPR for this supplement is
HQAMC/DPFMS (T Sgt Davis). The purpose of this supplement is to continue the process of forming
one mobility culture. The changes to aircrew flight uniforms comprise elements from various back-
grounds to simplify their wear within AMC. The transition to cloth sewn-on rank on the flight suit is an
enhancement to safety in and around our aircraft in lieu of rank being attached by velcro and standardizes
the wear of rank insignia. These changes also bring something from each of the individua cultures that
have formed AMC. The use of the name or mark of any specific manufacturer, commercial product, com-
modity, or service in this publication does not imply endorsement by the Air Force.

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Chapter 1
COMMANDERS AUTHORITY AND INDIVIDUAL RESPONSIBILITIES

The name tag and clothing will
be standardized by facility.

Table 1.1 (Added). Military personnel assigned full-time
duties in Health and Wellness Centers (HAWC) are
authorized the optional wear of civilian clothing while
performing military duties within the HAWC mobile
wellness centers. The HAWC director/health promotion
manager will define, in writing, the type (polo shirts, shorts,
jackets, warm-up suits, hats, etc.), style limitations, etc., of
authorized civilian clothing approved by the installation
commander. In all cases, a name tag with grade isworn to
identify the individual and/or position. On-duty military
personnel will wear the specified civilian dress or they will
be in appropriate military uniform. Members must still
adhere to grooming standards |AW AFI 36-2903.

The Security Forces Bicycle Patrol uniform and wear
instructions are authorized for wear AW AMCI 31-201,
Bicycle Patrol Program.

(Therefore, no
patches are authorized to be worn above the name tape on the BDU.) (NOTE: For Maternity BDU
place patches in same relative position.)

4. Genera officers wear 3/4- or 5/8 inch subdued cloth or subdued metal pin-on grade insignia.
Officers: center regular size subdued cloth or subdued metal pin-on grade insignia. Airmen: cen-
ter 3-, 3 1/2-, or 4-inch (women) or 4-inch (men) sleeve chevron halfway between shoulder seam
and elbow when bent at 90-degree angle.

Tattoos/brands that are prejudicial to good
order and discipline, or of a nature that tends to bring discredit upon the Air
Force are prohibited in and out of uniform. Inappropriate (military image):
Excessive tattoos/brands will not be exposed or visible (includes visible through
the uniform) while in uniform. Excessive is defined as any tattoo/brands that
exceed ¥4 of the exposed body part and those above the collarbone and readily
visible when wearing an open collar uniform. Failure to observe these
mandatory provisions and prohibitions by active duty Air Force members,
USAFR members on active duty or inactive duty for training and ANG
membersin Federal service, is a violation of Article 92, Uniform Code of
Military Justice (UCMJ). (Seenotes1, 2, 3and 4).

1. Unauthorized (content): Any member obtaining unauthorized tattoos will be required to remove

them at their own expense. Using uniform items to cover unauthorized tattoos is not an option.
Members failing to remove unauthorized tattoos in a timely manner will be subject to involuntary
separation.

I nappropriate (military image): Members should not be allowed to display excessive tattoos that
would detract from an appropriate professional image while in uniform. Commanders should use
these guidelines in determining appropriate military image and acceptability of tattoos displayed
by members in uniform. Air Force members with existing tattoos not meeting an acceptable mili-
tary image should be required to (a) maintain complete coverage of the tattoos using current uni-
forms items (e.g. long-sleeved shirt/blouse, pants/slacks, dark hosiery, etc.) or (b) volunteer to
remove tattoos(s). Depending on the circumstances, commanders may seek Air Force medical
support for voluntary tattoo removal. Members who choose not to comply with acceptable mili-
tary standards are subject to disciplinary action and involuntary separation.

Installation or higher commanders may impose more restrictive standards for tattoos and body
ornaments, on or off duty, in those locations where the Air Force-wide standards may not be ade-
guate to address cultural sensitivities (e.g.; overseas) or mission requirements (e.g.; basic training
environments).

Members who receive tattoos/brands not meeting the standards after the effective date of this pol-
icy are required to initiate tattoos/brands removal upon notification by their Commander at their
own expense (may not use Air Force Medical Centersfor removal). Members not complying with
these requirements will be subject to disciplinary action for failure to comply with Air Force Stan-
dards and may be involuntarily separated.

There may be situations where the commander can restrict the wear of non-visible body orna-
ments. Those situations would include any body ornamentation that interferes with the perfor-
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mance of the member’s military duties. The factors to be evaluated in making this determination
include, but are not limited to: impairs the safe and effective operation of weapons, military
equipment, or machinery; poses a heath or safety hazard to the wearer or others; or interferes
with the proper wear of special or protective clothing or equipment (EXAMPLE: helmets, flack
jackets, flight suits, camouflaged uniforms, gas masks, wet suits, and crash rescue equipment).

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Chapter 3
ORGANIZATIONAL CLOTHING AND EQUIPMENT

3.1. Organizational Clothing and Equipment. Organizationsissue itemslisted in TA016. The clothing
remains the property of the organization. It meets unique functiona or work requirements and includes
both distinctive and functional clothing items. Members may sew reflective tape on organizational cloth-
ing and equipment or use velcro on field jackets so they can remove it during contingencies.

3.1. (AMC) Worn IAW Attachment 9 (Added) of this supplement and AS 016.

3.1.1. SeeTable 3.1. through Table 3.6. for distinctive clothing items. The tableslist only those items
which are unique to the uniform and are worn only when performing the duties for which they are
issued; they may also be worn traveling to and from official activities.

3.1.2. Functional clothing items include parkas, protective footwear, specialized flight clothing, and
so forth. Members wear these items only when performing the duties for which the organization
issued them. MAJCOM or installation commanders prescribe wear instructionsin supplementsto this
directive.

3.1.2.1. (Added-AMC) Military personnel assigned to the 89th Transportation Executive Driver
Branch as drivers are authorized to wear gray slacks, blue blazers, white shirts asissued under AS
016. This uniform may be worn to any on-base office or off-base duty-related activity.

3.1.2.2. (Added-AMC) This supplement, Attachment 5 (Added), prescribes wear of the flight
uniform. AS 016 establishes the maximum flying/equipment requirements for aircrew members.
Organizational commanders or their representatives will determine the optimum number of items
and quantities desired for their personnel within the limits of AS 016. This determination will bea
coordinated effort between representatives of the individual equipment unit (IEU) and the request-
ing organizational commander. A list of the required quantities of flying clothing/equipment items
will be furnished to the IEU, attached to AF Form 601, Equipment Action Request, or letter, and
signed by the organizational commander. Additions/deletions will be submitted to IEU, as
required.

3.1.2.3. (Added-AMC) AMC commanders at non-AMC bases will request the host installation
commander to authorize AMC aircrew members to wear the flight uniforms IAW Attachment 5
(Added) of this supplement.

3.1.2.4. (Added-AMC) Aircrew members authorized special articles of clothing under an allow-
ance standard will wear the uniform prescribed by the local unit commander and recommended for
the type of mission performed. The above is applicable to all AMC units except the 89 AW, 1 AS,
and 99 AS. Their uniform will be determined by Attachment 5 (Added) and Attachment 8
(Added) of this supplement and their appropriate commanders. AFRC personnel assigned to
AMC will wear the AM C-prescribed uniform while in training status. This supplement’s Attach-
ment 5 (Added) and Attachment 8 (Added) depict placement of badges, insignia, etc.

3.1.2.5. (Added-AMC) Flight Attendant's Uniform. Attachment 8 (Added) of this supplement
prescribes the AMC flight attendant’s uniform. Thisisthe only uniform authorized for flight atten-
dant'swear on 89 AW, 1 AS, and 99 AS missions. Its wear away from place of duty isthe same as
that for the BDU. This uniform may be worn to any on-base office or activity and during pre-mis-
sion and post-mission duties.
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3.1.2.6. (Added-AMC) Attachment 5 (Added) of this supplement prescribes wear instructions of
functional clothing and other commonly used functional clothing items and equipment.

-- Light blue shirt: beret with MAJCOM crest, bloused boots with white laces or low
guarters, plain white scarf, black leather belt without MAJCOM crest.

--Battle Dress Uniform: beret with MAJCOM crest, camouflage scarf, black nylon-web

belt without MAJCOM crest.

(AMC) Approval authority for base entry controllers is delegated to the installation com-
mander. Specific clothing requirements should be based on post-assignment. Subdued com-
mand crests are authorized for wear with the BDU (the subdued crest will not be worn with
any combination of blue uniform).

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Chapter 4
AWARDSAND DECORATIONS

4.1. Wear Instructions. Wear regular or miniature size medals and ribbons, except for the Medal of
Honor (neck decoration). Do not mix sizes. Do not wear medals and ribbons on outergarments such as
raincoat, al-weather coat, overcoat, and lightweight blue jacket. For order of precedence for awards and
decorations, see Figure 4.1. For arrangement of ribbons and devices, see Figure 4.2. and Figure 4.3. For
arrangement of medals by rows, see Table 4.1. For arrangement of ribbons on service uniforms, see Table
4.2. For placement of medals on dress coat or jacket, see Table 4.3. Wear only authorized Air Force
awards and devices when wearing ribbons and medals.

4.2. Foreign Decorations. Decorations proferred by foreign governments such as a ribbon, medal
device, a badge, sash, sunburst, or neck-type decorations. Air Force Instruction 36-2803, The Air Force
Awards and Decorations Program, specifies how to accept foreign decorations. Members may wear for-
eign decorations they accept with authority only. Wear criteria depends on the type of device the decora-
tion represents.

4.2.1. Wear sash, sunburst, or neck-type foreign decorations with the formal dress uniform only,
according to the customs of the awarding nation. Wear only one type at atime.

4.2.2. \Wear medals and ribbons on the service uniform, ceremonial uniforms, and semi-formal uni-
forms when they are the same size as Air Force medals and ribbons.

4.2.3. Wear badges or miniature medals on the mess dress or formal dress uniform. Wear only one
foreign badge. When wearing more than one foreign decoration (miniature medal), wear them in the
order earned.

4.3. Non-Air Force Service Awards. Air National Guard (ANG) members wear state decorations when
serving in state status but not while on federal active duty. Wear other military service department awards
not included in Figure4.1. in the order the awarding Service prescribes. EXCEPTION: Air Force awards
take precedence over equal awards. Wear awards for wars, campaigns, and expeditions in the order
earned. The Army Valorous Unit and Meritorious Unit Commendation awards are larger than Air Force
ribbons. When members wear these awards with their Air Force ribbons, they must purchase ribbons
which are the same size as their Air Force ribbons.

4.4. Wear of Awards and Decor ations by Retirees and Honor ably Discharged Veterans. Honorably
discharged and retired Air Force members may wear full-size or miniature medals on civilian suits on
appropriate occasions such as Memorial Day and Armed Forces Day. Female members may wear full-size
or miniature medals on equivalent dress.

4.5. Order of Precedence. Arrange ribbons and medals in the order shown in Figure 4.1. Wear the
medal with the highest precedence nearest the lapel on the top row.

4.6. Description of Ribbons. Regular-size ribbons are 1 3/8 x 3/8 inches and miniatures are 11/16 x 3/8
inches. Affix ribbons to the uniform using a detachable, metal and plastic clip-on device. Keep ribbons
clean and unfrayed. Ribbons will not have a visible protective coating.
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4.7. Description of Miniature Medals. Miniature medals are 1/2 the size of regular medals. The Medal
of Honor isawaysfull size.

wear clasps on the service ribbon.

Do not wear these decorations unless you wear other US military decorations and service medals.
When authorized more than one, wear them in the order earned. If authorized more than one from
the same foreign country, wear them in the order the country prescribes. On special occasions and
as a matter of courtesy to a given country, you may wear the decorations of that country ahead of
all other foreign decorations.

Before you wear foreign service ribbons, meet conditions in AFI 36-2803. When authorized to
wear more than one, wear them in the order earned.

Wear a maximum of four devices on each ribbon. Place silver devices to the wearer's right of
bronze devices. Replace the bronze device with a silver device after receipt of the fifth bronze
device.

Place silver clusters, stars, etc. above similar
bronze devices. EXCEPTION: Mix single-constructed devices with separate devices if the com-
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bination of devices authorized is not available as a single-constructed device. In this event, place
the devices close to one another so they give the appearance of a single-constructed device aslong
as the devices are the same; i.e., bronze cluster and silver cluster. Wear only separate devices on
medals. Wear a maximum of four unless wearing more prevents adding a second medal. Wear rib-
bons awarded by other Services with appropriate device that Service authorized.

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Chapter 5
INSIGNIA, BADGES, AND DEVICES

5.1. Wear of Grade Insignia. Members wear grade insignia as a distinctive part of the uniform. Office of
Specia Investigations (OSl) agents do not wear grade insignia unless AFOSI directs. AFVA 35-2, Armed
Forces Insignia, depicts officer and enlisted grade insignia. Chapter 2 of this instruction shows proper
placement of grade insignia on uniforms.

5.2. Wear of First Sergeant Device. Those assigned to a first sergeant manpower authorization in a
specific Air Force organization and have an approved school date for the First Sergeants Academy wear
this device. When no longer assigned first sergeant duties, the member removes the device from the uni-
form. EXCEPTION: The Air Staff functional manager and enlisted instructors of the First Sergeant
Course continue to wear the first sergeant device.

5.2.1. Description:

5.2.1.1. Service and Dress Uniforms. Silver or white, diamond-shape device with a blue, blue or
black background; color and material are the same as rank insignia.

5.2.1.2. BDU. Dark blue, diamond shape with subdued olive green background; color and mate-
rial are the same as rank insignia.

5.2.2. Placement of Device. Master Sergeants (M Sgt) wear device 1/4 inch above center of V-shaped
gradeinsignia or above star of new grade insignia. Chief Master Sergeants (CM Sgt) and Senior Mas-
ter Sergeants (SM Sgt) wear the device centered above the star.

5.3. Name Tags. Laminated ultramarine blue plastic material with white, block-style letters engraved on
the plastic and a clutch-type fastener. The tag is 3 3/16 inches long and 5/8 inches wide with 1/4-inch let-
tering. Make no deviations to the name tag (that is, emblems, flags, change in size or color). EXCEP-
TIONS: Use smaller letters to fit name within standard tag length and half-size letters if the name has
more than one capital letter such as MacMANN. Non-physician providers, i.e., physician assistants,
obstetrics and gynecological nurse practitioners, pediatric nurse practitioners, primary care nurse practi-
tioners, and independent duty medical technicians (only when performing IDMT duties) wear two-line
name tagsto identify their profession. Services personnel wearing organizational uniforms may wear their
rank designation on the same line as their last name, i.e., SSGT BRANCH.

5.4. USAF/NAME Tapes. Subdued olive green with flag-blue letters embroidered on tape. Tape is
approximately 6 1/4 inches long and 1 inch wide with 3/4-inch lettering. Make no deviations to the
USAF/NAME tapes. EXCEPTION: Use smaller lettersto fit name within standard tape length.

5.5. Aiguillettes. Aiguillettes distinguish officer aides and attachés. The aide to the President and Vice
President of the US, White House social aides and aides to foreign heads of state, wear aiguillette on the
right; other aides and attachés on the left. Figure 5.1 shows wear criteriafor dress and service aiguillettes.

5.6. Wear of Badges and Specialty Insignia on Service, BDU, and Dress Uniforms. Table 5.1. and
Table 5.2. show placement and wear instructions for each authorized badge and specialty insignia. See
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AFI 36-2923, Aeronautical, Duty and Occupational Badges, for award standards. See Table 5.2. for wear
of medical and dental certification patches and badges.

Members will conform with the same standards of appearance, military customs, practices, and
conduct in uniform prescribed for active duty members.

Title 10, U.S.C., Section 772 entitles members of the ANG to wear the uniform as prescribed for
active duty members.

State-appointed ANG officers without federal recognition do not wear the uniform or any distinc-
tive uniform item. Newly appointed ANG officers granted temporary federal recognition by afed-
eral recognition board wear the uniform.

Enlisted ANG members wear the uniform on enlistment.

Upon written request of the governor and the consent of the Air Force Chief of Staff, the Chief of
the National Guard Bureau authorizes a state adjutant general, who holds a federally commis-
sioned status in the Air Force, to wear the grade insignia of his or her state-appointed grade while
occupying the federally recognized position on the state headquarters unit manning documents,
provided that grade does not exceed Major General.

Members receive the retired lapel button at retirement. Retirees wear the retired lapel button on
the left lapel. Members whose terminal assignment is in a First Sergeant's manpower authoriza-
tion may wear the diamond in all instances the uniform is worn.

Retirees may wear civilian clothing when flying in military aircraft. They will present afavorable
appearance in good taste. Members of the reserve components who are eligible to retire but are
not at mandatory retirement age (60 years) do not wear the uniform while traveling on military
aircraft.

Honorably discharged members who served during World War 11 wear the Honorable Discharge
Emblem on the | ft lapel.

Installation commanders authorize such separatees to use military clothing sales stores (MCSS) to
purchase uniforms and accessories required for specia occasions such as military funerals,
parades, or other ceremonies. Separatees purchase only the service dress or mess dress uniforms
and accessories. Separatees may not purchase items commonly available from commercial
sources. MCSSs establish adequate controls over quantities of uniform items each separatee pur-
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chases. Commanders ensure separatees present proof of honorable discharge under honorable
conditions and know current uniform and grooming standards.
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Chapter 7
UNIFORM CHANGESAND SUPPLEMENTS

7.1. How To Recommend Uniform Changes . Submit proposals for new or changed uniform clothing
items and wear criteriaon an AF Form 1000, United States Air Force Suggestion, and process as indicated
below. Process requests for reconsideration for disapproved proposals the same as initial proposals. They
are exempt from the automatic higher level review provisions of AFI 38-401, The Air Force Suggestion
Program.

7.1.1. Processing Suggestions. Host base MPF Customer Service Element considers each proposal.
Base-level agencies, e.g., hospital, and safety, provide comments as needed. The installation com-
mander signs proposals recommended for approval with rationale for approva and forwards to the
suggestor's MAJCOM Director of Personnel. The MPF Chief has disapproval authority. Disapproval
is appropriate when the suggestion is not a new idea, when it duplicates a previous AF Form 1000
with "ownership" rights, or when the proposal clearly is not beneficial or desirable. MPF Chief for-
wards recommendations for disapproval based on other reasons with the statement " not recommended
for adoption, but disapprova not within the authority of this office” on AF Form 1000-1, Suggestion
Evaluation and Transmittal.

7.1.2. Uniform Boards. MAJCOMSs conduct their own uniform boards to evaluate each proposal. The
commander, vice commander, or chief of staff signs proposals recommended for approval and sends
them to the Air Force Uniform Board (AFUB), HQ USAF/DPPU, 1040 Air Force Pentagon, Wash-
ington D.C., 20330-1040. The AFUB evaluates each proposal and makes recommendations to the
Chief of Staff, USAF. If the MAJCOM disapproves the suggestion, return it and the reasons for disap-
proval through command channels.

7.1.3. Air Staff, Field Operating Agency (FOA), and Direct Reporting Unit (DRU) Recommenda-
tions. FOA and DRU commanders, Air Staff Deputy Chiefs of Staff (DCS), and their assistants, sub-
mit recommendations directly to the AFUB.

7.1.4. Air Force Academy Uniform Board. The Superintendent, United States Air Force Academy
(USAFA), appoints an Air Force Academy Cadet Uniform Board to review all proposed changes to
Air Force cadet and preparatory school student uniforms. The Superintendent may approve changes
regarding USAFA cadet and preparatory student uniform accessories and insignia, but must send
other proposed changes to the Chief of Staff, USAF, for final approval. Proposed changes to the stan-
dard Air Force uniform or wear criteriaare submitted directly to the AFUB.

7.1.5. The AFUB. This board, composed of senior Air Force personnel, ensures the Air Force uni-
form is plain and distinctive, and develops consistent policy on all uniform matters. It reviews and
selectsitems of uniform clothing, accessories, and insigniawhich the Chief of Staff, USAF, approves.
AFUB changes are not effective until incorporated into this instruction.

7.1.6. Test Uniforms. Members wear experimental uniform items as part of a AFUB-authorized test
program. Members wear test uniform items approved for Air Force use after the test period. HQ
USAF/DPPU determines which individuals and units or commands will test new uniform items.
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7.2. Processing Supplements:

7.2.1. Include all rules for local wear and additional uniform guidance in a supplement to this direc-
tive. Refer to AFI 37-160, vol 1, table 3.2, The Air Force Publications and Forms Management Pro-
grams--Developing and Processing Publications.

7.2.2. MAJCOMs approve their base supplementsif instructions are within the guidelines of the basic
directive. Coordinate any proposals deviating from current policy with Headquarters Air Force Per-
sonnel Center, Personal Programs Branch, (HQ AFPC/DPSTS), 550 C Street West, Suite 30, Ran-
dolph Air Force Base, Texas 78150-4714 before incorporating them into the supplement. DPSTS
approves MAJCOM or FOA supplements. Upon publication, send one copy and any changes to
DPSTS.

7.2.2. (AMC) Upon the installation commanders approval, al AMC base supplements will be pro-
cessed |AW the guidelines contained in the basic instruction. All AMC base supplements will be sent
to HQ AMC/DPPFQ for final approval.

7.2.3. Proposed ANG unit supplements are submitted through the state Adjutant General to the Air
National Guard Readiness Center, ANG/DPPUR, 3500 Fetchet Avenue, Andrews AFB MD,
20762-5157 for approval. Each unit sends a copy of its approved published supplement and changes
to the appropriate Adjutant General and Air National Guard Readiness Center, Director for Personnel,
upon publication.

(EXCEPTION: Connecting band
on clip earrings) (See notes 3 and 5).

(2) Off duty on a military installation: Members are prohibited from attaching,
affixing or displaying objects, articles, jewelry or ornamentation to or through
the ear, nose, tongue, or any exposed body part (includes visible through
clothing). EXCEPTION: Piercing of earlobes by women isallowed, but should
not be extreme or excessive. Thetype and style of earrings worn by women on a
military installation should be conservative and kept within sensible limits.

1. Unauthorized (content): Any member obtaining unauthorized tattoos will be required to remove them
at their own expense. Using uniform itemsto cover unauthorized tattoosis not an option. Membersfailing
to remove unauthorized tattoos in atimely manner will be subject to involuntary separation.

2. Inappropriate (military image): Members should not be allowed to display excessive tattoos that
would detract from an appropriate professional image while in uniform. Commanders should use these
guidelinesin determining appropriate military image and acceptability of tattoos displayed by membersin
uniform. Air Force members with existing tattoos not meeting an acceptable military image should be
required to (a) maintain complete coverage of the tattoos using current uniforms items (e.g. long-sleeved
shirt/blouse, pants/slacks, dark hosiery, etc.) or (b) volunteer to remove tattoos(s). Depending on the cir-
cumstances, commanders may seek Air Force medical support for voluntary tattoo removal. Members
who choose not to comply with acceptable military standards are subject to disciplinary action and invol-
untary separation.

3. Installation or higher commanders may impose more restrictive standards for tattoos and body orna-
ments, on or off duty, in those locations where the Air Force-wide standards may not be adequate to
address cultural sensitivities (e.g.; overseas) or mission requirements (e.g.; basic training environments).

4. Members who receive tattoos/brands not meeting the standards after the effective date of thispolicy are
required to initiate tattoos/brands removal upon notification by their Commander at their own expense
(may not use Air Force Medical Centers for removal). Members not complying with these requirements
will be subject to disciplinary action for failure to comply with Air Force Standards and may be involun-
tarily separated.

5. There may be situations where the commander can restrict the wear of non-visible body ornaments.
Those situations would include any body ornamentation that interferes with the performance of the mem-
ber’s military duties. The factorsto be evaluated in making this determination include, but are not limited
to: impairs the safe and effective operation of weapons, military equipment, or machinery; poses a health
or safety hazard to the wearer or others; or interfereswith the proper wear of special or protective clothing
or equipment (EXAMPLE: helmets, flack jackets, flight suits, camouflaged uniforms, gas masks, wet
suits, and crash rescue equipment).

WEAR INSTRUCTIONS FOR AIRCREW FLIGHT UNIFORMS

A5.1. (Added-AMC) Flight Suit. Individually issued fire retardant coveralls. Worn as appropriate for
climatic conditions. Worn by aircrew members when engaged in flight duty. Flight duty includes prepara-
tion, flight, preflight, in-flight, post-flight, and other flightline duties associated with aircraft operations.
Installation commanders may prescribe wear in the interest of morale, health, and welfare of their people.
All aircrew memberswill have sleevesrolled down to the wrist at all times. All pocketswill be zipped and
all pocket items will remain concealed. (Exception: Pens and pencils may show when carried in the left
sleeve or right leg pen holders.) Flight suits will be neat, clean, and properly worn, and are acceptable for
wear in all base establishments. They may be worn off base to dine at local establishments frequented by
civilian workers wearing work clothing comparable to the BDU, regardless of whether or not the estab-
lishment offers waiter and waitress service. Dining at establishments which require a more formal dress
code than work clothing is prohibited (Notes 1 and 6).

A5.2. (Added-AMC) Flight Jacket, NOMEX. Worn IAW AS 016 and as appropriate for climatic con-
ditions. Accouterments will be configured the same as the flight suit.

A5.3. (Added-AMC) Flight Cap. Worn as described in the basic instruction to this supplement. This
cap will not be worn while wearing the Gortex Parka.

A5.4. (Added-AMC) Flight Gloves. Worn AW AS 016 by all aircrew members. Helicopter aircrew
members will wear while aircraft's engines are operating. They may be removed temporarily, if required,
to perform specific tasks. The wearing of NOMEX gloves on fixed-wing aircraft is not mandatory, unless
prescribed by other directives; however, flight crewswill have NOMEX glovesin their possession during
all phases of flight and wear them should environment and/or flight conditions dictate. Gloves will not be
modified in any manner.

A5.5. (Added-AMC) Flying Helmets (Protective). Worn by aircrew members whose duties require
their use and only during flight duties in and around the aircraft. Worn by all helicopter aircrew members
while aircraft engines are operating.

A5.6. (Added-AMC) Footgear. Boots, jungle or combat as authorized in AS 016, and boots as described
in the basic instruction. All-leather combat boots that lace above the ankle will be worn on all flights
requiring parachutes, missions in a combat environment, when the potential exists for wear of chemical
defense equipment, and by helicopter aircrew members engaged in flight duty. Lace-up zipper inserts may
be used.

A5.7. (Added-AMC) Gortex Parka and Pants, Camouflage. May be worn by boom operators, |oad-
masters, and flight engineers only while performing flight duties in/around the immediate vicinity of their
aircraft. Must be issued through local organizational channels and authorized for wear by the installation
commander. This item will be worn IAW Chapter 3, paragraphs 3.1. and 3.1.2., of the basic instruction
and AS 016. (Exception: Personnel will not sew or attach any item onto this parka that could damage its
waterproof integrity.) Grade insigniawill be worn AW Attachment 5 (Added) of this supplement unless
safety requirements prohibit.
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A5.8. (Added-AMC) Socks. Black; cotton, or wool.

A5.9. (Added-AMC) Stocking Cap. US Navy Watch Cap. Optional for wear by personnel subject to
prolonged exposure to adverse weather only. Worn in accordance with Attachment 5 (Added), this sup-
plement.

A5.10. (Added-AMC) Undershirtsor Turtlenecks. The wear of black or brown crewneck undershirts;
long-sleeved black, brown, or NOMEX turtlenecks; dickies, or thermal undershirts without pockets is
authorized.

A5.11. (Added-AMC) Rank Insignia/Officers. Subdued sewn-on cloth grade insignia will be worn on
the shoulders of coverald/flight jackets. Rank will be sewn on 5/8 inches from seam, centered on shoul-
der. This change is effective immediately to be completed by 1 Jan 98. (See photo at right.)

A6.1. (Added-AMC) Beret. Authorized for wear with al uniform combinations, except dress uniforms,
by qualified personnel performing combat control duties.

Knitted wool outer shell, leather binding, scarlet red, with
distinctive USAF combat control badge. Item described in AS 016. Authorization to wear the scarlet
red beret requires satisfying the prerequisites for and performing duty as an officer or enlisted combat
controller. The scarlet red beret and distinctive USAF Combat Control badge are awarded by the
Combat Control School upon successful completion of the specialist course (1C231). The scarlet red
beret is authorized for wear by combat control personnel AW the basic instruction for this supple-
ment. Officers will wear miniature rank insignia centered below the badge.

A6.2. (Added-AMC) Flight Clothing. Asdescribed in AS 016 and worn IAW this supplement, Attach-
ment 5 (Added).

A6.3. (Added-AMC) Desert Camouflage Ensemble. Includes daytime hat, daytime coat, night parka
and liner, and daytime trousers. Item described in AS 016. May be worn during contingencies, exercises,
deployments, and tactical training requiring desert camouflage. Trousers are bloused and sleeves may be
rolled up (Notes 1 and 2).

A6.4. (Added-AMC) Snow Camouflage Ensemble. Includes helmet cover, parka, trousers, and pack
cover. Itemsdescribed in AS 016. May be worn over other ensembles, when required, for maximum cover
and concealment in hostile snow environments or during tactical training (Note 2).

A6.5. (Added-AMC) Extreme Cold Weather (ECW) Ensemble. Includes down/polyester insulated
hood, mittens, jacket (parka), jacket liner, trousers, trouser liner, undershirt, and undershorts. Items
described in AS 016. May be worn when required, for maximum protection in adverse environments or
during tactical training. Not for garrison wear (Note 2).

A6.6. (Added-AMC) Jump Suit. Coveralls, cotton duck, color black or silver designed for free-fall
parachutists. Item described in AS 016. May be worn while performing military free-fall parachute jumps.
Not for garrison wear (Notes 1 and 2).

A6.7. (Added-AMC) Swimmer/Scuba Ensemble. May include swimsuit, hood, gloves/mittens, boo-
ties, coral boots, wet suit (trousers/jacket/shorty), or dry suit (in place of wet suit) as described in AS 016.
Worn in conjunction with appropriate swimmer/scuba accessories for maximum protection in the water
environment. Not for garrison wear (Note 2).

A6.8. (Added-AMC) Wool Shirt. Shirt, cold weather, wool nylon flannel, OG 108. May be worn as
an outer or middle layer garment with other work ensembles or wool trousers consistent with require-
mentsfor environmental protection and proper cover and concealment. May only be worn as an outer gar-
ment in garrison with work ensembles. As outer garment, name patch isrequired (Note 1).

A6.9. (Added-AMC) Undershirt/T-shirt. Worn |AW the basic instruction for this supplement.

A6.10. (Added-AMC) Wool Trousers. Trousers, cold weather, wool serge, olive green. Item described
in AS 016. May be worn as an outer garment or middle layer garment with other work ensembles or wool
shirt consistent with requirements for environmental protection and proper cover and concealment. Not
for garrison wear.

A6.11. (Added-AMC) Trunks, Swimmer'sUnderwater Demolition Team (UDT). Boxer shorts,
trunk, tan color, 50 percent cotton/50 percent polyester. Item described in AS 016. Worn in combination
with brown or black T-shirt, running shoes with solid white socks or boots with black socks while per-
forming physical training, parachuting, boat/swimming/scuba, and while in transit to and from, or in pre-
paring for these activities. Speedo swim suit, navy blue or black, or athletic supporter (optional) will be
worn under swimmer's trunks. Authorized headgear is organizational baseball cap. Wear will be consis-
tent with environmental requirements. Not for garrison wear outside duty section (Note 3).

A6.12. (Added-AMC) Physical Training (PT) Ensemble. Warm-up suit, track shirt, running shorts,
running shoes, socks. Nylon acrylic and cotton materials. Silver gray warm-up suit, black shorts, and sil-
ver gray shirt. A contrasting 4-inch combat control crest will be on the left chest of the jacket, track shirt,
and on the left leg of the shorts. Socks will be solid white. Items described in AS 041, EAID-Special
Allowance. May be worn while participating in PT, scuba, or parachuting and during transit to/from these
activities. Running shoes are authorized only for PT. Not for garrison wear outside duty section.

A6.13. (Added-AMC) Jungle Boots. Boots, hot weather tropical, black leather and nylon. Items
described in AS 016. Worn, as appropriate, for climatic and geographic conditions with ensembles, flight
clothing, and UDT shorts. Authorized for garrison wear (Note 2).

A6.14. (Added-AM C) Mountain Boots. Safety boots designed for mountain operations, subdued color,
LP item. Worn, as appropriate, for climatic/geographic conditions with ensembles suited for same condi-
tions. Not for garrison wear.

A6.15. (Added-AMC) Field Boots. Safety boots designed for field operations, i.e., Herman Survivors,
Chippewas, or Danners, subdued color, LP item. Worn, as appropriate, for climatic/geographic conditions
with ensembles suited for same conditions.

A6.16. (Added-AMC) Parachutist's Boots. Boots, parachutist, men's 9 inch, (soft) rubber heel and
sole, leather upper, elastic front lacing, hinged, foam-cushioned, sole air pockets, color black. Item
described in AS 016. May be worn while performing land parachute jumps. Not for garrison wear.

A6.17. (Added-AMC) Jump Boots. Boots, men's 10 inch, hard rubber heel and sole, leather upper, front
lacing, plain or cap toe, color black. LP item. May be worn, as appropriate, for climatic and geographic
conditions with ensembles suited for same conditions. Authorized for garrison wear.

A6.18. (Added-AMC) Specialized Clothing. Safety clothing designed for specific training and opera-
tions. Items "a" through "c" are LP items. Items "d" through "h" are described in AS 016. May be worn,
as appropriate, for type training/operations and climatic/geographic conditions.
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Table A6.1. (Added-AMC) Specialized Clothing.

a. Climbing knickers.

b. Gaiters.

c. Storm gear.

d. Gloves.

e. Mittens.

f. Watch cap.

g. Pilecap.

h. Helmet and liner.

NOTES:

1. (Added-AMC). The ASNP will be worn with the camouflage ensembles and wool shirt and may

be worn with the jump suit.

(Added-AMC). Personnel are authorized to wear ensembles during mission preparation, alert
duties, and when performing pararescue airborne and surface tasks. During flight, sleeves will be
rolled down. When employment is probable during operational flights or planned during opera-
tional/training flights, pararescue personnel are authorized to wear the BDU, snow camouflage,
ECW, tree suit, jump suit, or swimmer/scuba ensembles. NOMEX flight clothing will be worn
when flying cross-country flights as an aircrew member, when employment is not probable, or
whenever practical to afford maximum survivability should an accident occur. Jungle boots are
authorized for wear during flying activities.

(Added-AMC). A standard subdued name tape (last name) will be worn centered on the right leg
of the swimmer's trunks, 1/2 inch from the bottom edge. The desert camouflage hat may be worn
when maximum sun protection is required. Airmen will not wear grade insignia on headgear.
Officer grade insigniawill be regular size subdued metal, centered vertically above the bill of the

cap.

A7.1. (Added-AMC) Baseball Cap. Cap, polyester and mesh, adjustable-one size fits all, medium
crown, large visor, color black. LP item. Worn with all athletic combinations listed in this attachment.
Authorized for wear as part of awork uniform (Note 2).

A7.2. (Added-AMC) The following items may be worn as part of a work uniform for garrison duties
(Notes 1 and 2).

A7.2.1. (Added-AMC) Coach's Shirt. Men's combination cotton polyester poplin, quarter length
sleeves, white or black. LP item.

A7.2.2. (Added-AMC) Coach's Pants. Men's athletic warm-up type, elastic waist with button closure
and zipper fly, material optional, color black. LP item.

A7.2.3. (Added-AMC) Coach's Shorts. Men's athletic warm-up type, elastic waist with button closure
and zipper fly, material optional, color black. LP item.

A7.2.4. (Added-AMC) Coach's Jacket. Men's athletic warm-up type, single-breasted; type of neck,
material and method of closure optional, color silver. LP item.

A7.2.5. (Added-AMC) Athletic Shoes. Men's athletic type, standard lacing; soles style and color
optional. LPitem.

A7.2.6. (Added-AMC) Socks. Socks, athletic type, material optional, color white. LP item.

A7.3. (Added-AMC) T-shirt. T-shirt, cotton/polyester gray, with combat control team logo on left side
of chest and with the word "instructor” printed across the back over the shoulder blades. LPitem (Note 2).
May be worn in combination with running shorts while conducting and/or performing physical fitness
evaluations or physical training and while transiting to and from these activities. Not for garrison wear.

A7.4. (Added-AMC) Running Shorts. Shorts, running, nylon, with small or combat control logo on |eft
leg, color black--logo white. LP item (Note 2). May be worn in combination with T-shirt while conducting
and/or performing physical fitness evaluations or physical training and while transiting to and from these
activities. Not for garrison wear.

A7.5. (Added-AMC) Sweat Suit Ensemble. Includes sweat suit and pants, cotton/polyester, color
black, with rank and name stenciled on front and "instructor” stenciled on back. Stenciling in white (Note
2). May be worn while conducting and/or performing physical fitness evaluations or physical training and
while transiting to and from these activities.

NOTES:

1. (Added-AMC). Uniforms in this attachment are authorized for wear by combat control instruc-
tors. Combination of wear will be as directed by the OL commander, consistent with requirements
for season/climatic conditions.
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2. (Added-AMC). Markings for the baseball cap, coach's shirt, and jacket will be accomplished as
outlined in the note. The coach's shirt will be marked with instructor's name over right breast and
"Combat Control Instructor,” on the left breast in script stitching. The coach's jacket will have
"Combat Control" on the back. The baseball cap will have a combat control logo in white cen-
tered on the front. All lettering will be 1 inch in size except for the jacket and T-shirt, which will
be 4 inches. Embroidery and stencils will be white on black or black on white.
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Attachment 8 (Added-AMC)
INFLIGHT PASSENGER SERVICE STEWARD (IPSS) (FLIGHT ATTENDANT’S) UNIFORM

A8.1. (Added-AMC) Dress (Female). Length will be IAW length requirements for the service uniform
skirt contained in the basic instruction for this supplement, dress will not be excessively tight. Name tag
will contain full name and be worn on the left side of the dress. A scarf or conservative brooch must be
worn. Dress must also be worn with belt issued with the dress, if a belt is not issued, then no belt is
required, i.e., summer dress. A pocket handkerchief is optional.

A8.2. (Added-AMC) Blazer (Female/Male). Civilian style, navy blue. Must have a good tailored fit,
and conform to same requirements for the service dress blazer/jacket contained in the basic instruction for
this supplement. Name tag will contain full name and be worn on the left side of the blazer. Blazer must
be worn in passenger cabins prior to passengers arrival for greeting and prior to landing for passenger
deplaning; wear in the cabins during flight is optional.

A8.3. (Added-AMC) Skirt/Slacks (Female). Length will be IAW length requirements for the service
uniform skirt/slacks contained in the basic instructions for this supplement; skirt/slacks will not be exces-
sively tight; skirt will hang freely when worn. They must be worn with either dress buckle belt, cummer-
bund belt, or sweater vest. If sweater vest isworn, belt is optional.

A8.4. (Added-AMC) Pants(Male). Length will be IAW length requirements for the service uniform
pants contained in the basic instruction for this supplement; pants will not be excessively tight. Belt will
be worn with pants at all times.

A8.5. (Added-AMC) Blouse (Female). Will be conservative in style and color, similar to issued blouse
in appearance. Stripes and prints must be conservative. Nametag will contain first name and will be worn
on the left side of blouse when worn in cabin without blazer or sweater vest. Long or short sleeves may be
worn. Sleeves may berolled up only while working in the galley, and not at any other time. Blouse will be
worn with proper undergarments. Scarf, tie, or conservative brooch must be worn.

A8.6. (Added-AMC) Shirts(Male). Will be conservative in style and color, similar to issued shirts in
appearance. Stripes and prints must be conservative. Name tag will contain first name and will be worn on
the left side of shirt when worn in cabin without blazer or sweater vest. Long or short sleeves may be
worn. Sleeves may be rolled up only while working in the galley, and not at any other time. Shirt will be
worn with proper undergarments. Tie must be worn.

A8.7. (Added-AMC) Special Air Mission (SAM) Aircrew Jacket. Will be worn IAW AMCI 11-202,
Volume 1, 89th Airlift Wing (AW) Distinguished Visitor (DV) and Special Airlift Mission (SAM) Airlift
Operations. Will be removed at station time or when passengers are on board aircraft. Jacket will not be
worn with the dress or to and from hotels. Rank insigniawill be removed when worn with the PSS uni-
form.

A8.8. (Added-AMC) Overcoat. Same as contained in the basic instruction for this supplement. Can be
worn when working on or around aircraft to include station time, outside to greet passengers, with the
IPSS dress, and to and from hotels. Rank insigniawill be removed when worn with the IPSS uniform.
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A8.9. (Added-AMC) Shoes (Female/Male). Will be black, conservative, and comply with the basic
instruction for this supplement.

A8.10. (Added-AMC) Sweater, Vests. Name tag will contain first name and be worn on the left side of
vest. May be worn when working on the plane and when performing duties outside the plane prior to sta-
tion time. May be worn under the blazer.

A8.11. (Added-AMC) Socks, Sockings, Undergarments, Hair, Purses. Will be AW the basic
instruction for this supplement.

A8.12. (Added-AMC) Apron. May beworninthe galley and cabin on the C-20 during meal service. On
the C-9 and C-37 aircraft the apron will be worn only in the galley.

A8.13. (Added-AMC) Scarves, Ties, Tie Clasps, Pins, and Brooches. Will be conservative and in
good taste.

FUNCTIONAL CLOTHING, COMMONLY USED, AND SPECIALTY ITEMS

A9.1. (Added-AMC) Belt, Bluewith Silver Tip Buckle. General officer's belt buckle (general officers
only). Worn with functional clothing only.

A9.2. (Added-AMC) Boots, Cold Weather (Mukluk, Bunny, and Industrial Cold Weather Safety
Boots). Worn as authorized by AS 016 and prescribed by the installation commander. May be worn with
all uniform combinations when an appropriate outer garment is worn, as authorized by the installation
commander. Worn with battle dress, service, and functional uniforms. For the aircrew flight uniform refer
to Attachment 5 (Added)

A9.3. (Added-AMC) Boots, 10-inch Safety. Worn as authorized by AS 016 and prescribed by the
installation commander. Worn with battle dress and functional uniforms.

A9.4. (Added-AMC) Brassards (Arm Bands). Positioned on the left arm, halfway between the elbow
and shoulder, as authorized by the installation commander when performing a duty requiring identifica-
tion. Worn with battle dress, service, and functional uniforms.

A9.5. (Added-AMC) Cap, Maintenance (Bump Hat). Worn in work area only when required in the
performance of duty. In no instance will it be worn in public areas on base unless duty is being performed
in that area. Worn with battle dress, service, and functional uniforms.

A9.6. (Added-AMC) Cap, Socking ( US Navy Watch Cap). Worn when authorized by the installation
commander. Worn with battle dress, functional, and aircrew flight uniforms.

A9.7. (Added-AMC) Cap, Winter, Olive Green. Worn as authorized by AS 016 and prescribed by the
installation commander. Officer grade insigniais not required if other grade insigniais visible. When
worn, officerswill wear regular size metal grade insignia centered on the front. Worn with battle dress and
functional uniforms.

A9.8. (Added-AMC) Coveralls (White, Olive Green, and Tan). Worn as authorized by AS 016 and
prescribed by the installation commander. Wear of name/USAF tapes, badges, grade insignia, and unit
emblems will be prescribed by installation commander |AW this supplement and the basic instruction.
Worn in the work area only. Worn with battle dress and functional uniforms.

A9.9. (Added-AMC) Desert BDUs. Worn as functional clothing only, IAW with Chapter 3 of the basic
instruction for this supplement. Accouterments will be placed on the uniform in the same manner as the
BDU as prescribed in this supplement and the basic instruction.

A9.10. (Added-AMC) Ear Protectors. Authorized with all functional uniforms.

A9.11. (Added-AMC) Flight Suit and Jacket (Blue, General Officer). Accouterments may be positioned
according to personal preferences. Jacket may be worn with all service uniforms except service dress.
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A9.12. (Added-AMC) Flight Suits. See Attachment 5 (Added) of this supplement.

A9.13. (Added-AMC) Flying Jackets. Worn IAW Attachment 5 (Added) of this supplement as an
outer garment with the flight suit, if authorized by appropriate AS and prescribed by the installation com-
mander.

A9.14. (Added-AMC) Gloves, Safety and Occupational. Worn as authorized by AS 016 and pre-
scribed by the installation commander. Worn with battle dress and functional uniforms.

A9.15. (Added-AMC) Gortex Parka and Pants, Camouflage. Worn if issued through local organiza-
tional channels and authorized for wear by the installation commander. This item will be worn IAW
Chapter 3, paragraphs 3.1. and 3.1.2., of the basic instruction and AS 016. (Exception: Personnel will not
saw or attach any item onto this parka that could damage its waterproof integrity.) Worn with the BDU
and hospital whites uniform. (Exception: May be authorized for wear by boom operators, |oadmasters,
and flight engineers AW Attachment 5 (Added) of this supplement and approval of the installation com-
mander.) Officer and enlisted personnel will wear subdued metal grade insignia centered on the front tab.
(NOTE: Enlisted subdued metal grade insigniawill be worn immediately upon availability through local
supply channels.) Nonsubdued metal grade insignia may be worn by officer and enlisted personnel cen-
tered on the front tab while in garrison, if authorized by the installation commander. Grade insignia will
not be worn if safety requirements prohibit.

A9.16. (Added-AMC) Hat, Camouflage Bush. Worn as authorized by AS 016 and prescribed by the
installation commander when climate conditions warrant. Subdued officer grade insignia will be worn
with battle dress and functional uniforms.

A9.17. (Added-AMC) Mittens, Cold Weather. Worn when authorized by AS 016 and prescribed by the
installation commander. Worn with battle dress and functional uniforms.

A9.18. (Added-AMC) Occupational Protective Clothing or Equipment. Worn when authorized by
installation commander. Worn with battle dress, service, and functional uniforms.

A9.19. (Added-AMC) Overshoes (Female), Ankle-High, Gray or Black. Worn with BDU and func-
tional clothing when authorized by installation commander. Gray overshoes may be worn with service
uniform only when required by inclement weather conditions.

A9.20. (Added-AMC) Overshoes (Men), High Black Rubber. Authorized with all functional uni-
forms (except the aircrew flight uniform) unless prohibited by safety directive.

A9.21. (Added-AMC) Overshoes (Male/Female), Synthetic, Black, Clear, or Smoke Plastic. Worn
with appropriate outer garment. Trousers may be tucked in when weather conditions warrant. Worn with
battle dress, service, and functional uniforms.

A9.22. (Added-AMC) Parkas (Extremely cold weather garments, except the Gortex Parka). May be
worn if issued through local organizational channels and authorized by installation commander. These
itemswill beworn AW Chapter 3, paragraphs 3.1. and 3.1.2. of the basic instruction and AS 016. Grade
insignia, USAF and name tapes, ASNP, badges, and emblems will not be worn. May be issued upon
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request and with physician's confirmation to pregnant women during inclement weather. Worn with battle
dress, service, and functional uniforms. Not authorized for wear with the aircrew flight uniform during
flight.

A9.23. (Added-AMC) Patch, Emergency Medical Technician. Certified by the National Registry of
Emergency Medica Technicians. May be worn 1/2 inch above the name tag with hospital whites only.

A9.24. (Added-AMC) Reflective Vests, Jackets, and Reflective Arm Bands. Must be worn when pre-
scribed by safety directives or installation commander. Worn during periods of reduced visibility at the
discretion of the individual, unless otherwise prohibited. Worn with battle dress, service, and functional
uniforms.

A9.25. (Added-AMC) Scarf, Bib-Type, Camouflaged. Worn with the BDU when issued through local
organizational channels.

A9.26. (Added-AMC) Shoe, Electric Hazard, L ow-Quarter, Black. Worn as authorized by AS 016
and required in the performance of duty. Worn with battle dress, service, and functional uniforms.

A9.27. (Added-AMC) Shoes, L ow-Quarter, Combat, or Oxfords. Authorized unless safety or occu-
pational footwear is prescribed. Same specification as prescribed for service uniform. Worn with func-
tional uniforms only. Not authorized for wear with the aircrew flight suit uniform during flight.

A9.28. (Added-AMC) Sweatband. Elastic cotton stretch material, solid gray, black, or olive green with-
out design. May be worn by flightline members when wear of authorized headgear is deemed inappropri-
ate and is approved by installation commander. Worn with BDUs and on the flightline only.

A9.29. (Added-AMC) Sweater, Olive Green. Worn in individual's duty section only. Will not be worn
as an outer garment in public areas on base unless duty is being performed in that area. May be worn
under an outer garment if not visible. Worn with battle dress and functional uniforms.

A9.30. (Added-AMC) Tape, Reflectorized. Worn on functional clothing only as required by safety
directives and prescribed by the installation commander.

A9.31. (Added-AMC) Trousers, Cold Weather. Worn as an outer garment as authorized by AS 016 and
prescribed by theinstallation commander. Must be worn with parka. Worn with battle dress and functional
uniforms.

A9.32. (Added-AMC) Turtleneck, Long Sleeves. NOMEX, brown or black, may be worn with aircrew
flight uniforms and other functiona uniforms.

A9.33. (Added-AM C) Underwear, NOMEX. Worn with aircrew flight uniform and functional clothing
only.

A9.34. (Added-AMC) Underwear, Thermal, Natural Colored (Undershortsand Undershirt). Worn
as weather conditions warrant. Worn with battle dress, service, functional, and aircrew flight uniforms.

The transition to cloth sewn-on rank on the flight suit is an
enhancement to safety in and around our aircraft in lieu of rank being attached by velcro and standardizes
the wear of rank insignia. These changes also bring something from each of the individual cultures that
have formed AMC.
