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AFMAN 23-110, Vol 2, Chapter 32, is supplemented as follows:

32.3.2. Manual post-post procedures will be utilized once the 6 LRS Commander declares a specific
phase. The Post-Post Control Team (PPCT) will activate coordinate post-post operations once a phase is
declared.

32.3.2.1. (Added) Post-post transactions will be processed onto a flat file (disk) and forwarded to the
PPCT with a copy of the edit list at the designate time. These transactions will be processed by the PPCT
when the system becomes operational. Terminals will not be initialized until completion of post-post pro-
cessing.

32.5.1. The following delivery times are applicable when the post-post issue document is created and
ends when the property is delivered.
