9.30.1.  Calendars will be procured through General Services Administration (GSA) using IMPAC proce-
dures. 

9.42.2.  Special awards are not stocked by Base Supply; instead units will use IMPAC procedures. 

9.72.1.  The Priority Requirements Action List (R01) is being used in lieu of the Priority Monitor Report
(D18). The R01 is processed weekly. 

9.106.  A manual file will be used until the Standard Procurement System (SPS) is fully implemented. 

9.110.2.  Customer Service Section will load the descriptive data in the SPS database. Requisitions are
produced by the SBSS and transported by SIFS to queue pending automatic interfacing by SPS. DD
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Forms 1348-6 are forwarded to Base Contracting only when sufficient data cannot be loaded in SPS for
specific items such as typewriters, etc. 

9.124.  Stock Control will process all tracer action required (TAR) documentation. 

9.140.3.3. (Added)  Shipping destination record is not required. 

9.144.1.  Stock Control and Receiving Sections will maintain a ROD suspense file for the RODs applica-
ble to their section. 

9B1.1. The Repair Cycle Support Element (RCSE) will be responsible for the local manufacture program.
