AFI 34-219, 9 September 1998 is supplemented as follows. This supplement provides base guidance on
Air Force procedures to control, procure and use alcoholic beverages. It applies to the 43d Services
Squadron and AAFES personnel who sell and serve alcohol on Pope AFB and anyone eligible to purchase
alcohol. Additionally, it applies to ANG AND USAFR members when on Pope AFB.

SUMMARY OF REVISIONS

This document is substantially revised and must be completely reviewed.

1.1.2. The minimum age for purchasing, possession or consumption of alcoholic beverages in North
Carolina and on Pope AFB is 21 years of age.

1.5.1.4. Hours of operation for activities are authorized by the 43 AW/CC where alcoholic beverages are
sold:

Bowling Center 0900 - 0100
Pope Pizzeria 0700 - 2200
Pope Club 1100 - 0200
Willow Lakes Golf Course 0700 — 1900
Lodging Facilities 24 hours

Community Center 0700 - 0200

1.5.1.5. Hours of operation for AAFES Class Six Store alcoholic beverage sales are between the hours of
0630 — 2300.
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2.1. Governing Criteria. The following recreation activities may sell the alcoholic beverages listed
below:

Bowling Center Beer/Wine/Distilled Spirits
Pope Pizzeria Beer/Wine/Distilled Spirits
Pope Club Beer/Wine/Distilled Spirits
Willow Lakes Golf Course Beer/Wine/Distilled Spirits
Lodging Facilities Beer/Wine/Distilled Spirits
Community Center (NY Pizza & JR Rockers) Beer/Wine/Distilled Spirits

2.1.6. In addition to the Services areas, the consumption of alcoholic beverages is permitted in the follow-
ing areas: Temporary Lodging Facilities (TLF) Distinguished Visitor’s Quarters (DV Quarters), Family
Housing, Enlisted Dormitories, (areas assigned as dorm living and common area; excluding parking
areas), Lodging Rooms, Base Community Center, and Unaccompanied Airman’s Quarters.

2.1.6.1. (Added) Only the consumption of beer/wine in non-glass containers is permitted in the following
areas: base picnic/pavilion areas, base swimming pool, tennis courts, base softball fields (excluding youth
fields) and others as approved by the 43 AW/CC. Other forms of alcohol may be consumed on a limited
basis with the written approval of the 43 AW/CC.

2.1.6.2. (Added) Distilled Spirits, wine and beer will not be consumed nor will opened cans or bottles of
same be permitted in driver or passenger area of parked or moving vehicles on Pope AFB.

2.1.8.1. (Added) To obtain authorization to consume alcoholic beverages in areas not mentioned above,
the organization sponsoring the function must submit a written request (memorandum format). It should
be staffed no later than 20 days prior to the proposed event, to the 43 AW/CC through the respective group
commander with information copies to the 43 MSG/CC and 43 SVS/CC. Request will include the follow-
ing information:

Name and rank of requester (unit commander or agency chief)

Date, time, place of event and the time alcoholic beverages will be served
Source of alcoholic beverages

Number of individuals attending

Type of event

Number of designated drivers available
