Air Force Instruction 34-219, 09 September 1998, is supplemented as follows:

This supplement applies to all members attached to the 52 Fighter Wing, including Air Force Reserve and
Air National Guard, Air Force civilian employees, experts and consultants employed by the Air Force,
and to their dependents. Maintain and dispose of records created by prescribed processes in accordance
with Air Force Manual (AFMAN) 37-139, Records Disposition Schedule (will become AFMAN) 37-322,
Volume 4).

1.1.2.1. (Added) The minimum age for purchasing, serving, selling, possessing, or drinking alcoholic
beverages on Spangdahlem AB, Germany, to include military, dependents and civilians, is 18 years of
age.

1.3.5. (Added) The management of each activity selling or dispensing alcoholic beverages is responsible
for adhering to AFI 34-219, Alcoholic Beverage Program, and it supplements, the Dram Shop Liability
(see AFI 34-219, paragraph 1.3.), the enforcement of the Drunk and Drugged Driving Program (see AFI
34-219, paragraph 1.4.), and fully complying with the spirit and intent of the Alcoholic Deglamorization
Policy (see AFI 34-219, paragraph 1.5.). Alcoholic beverages will not be served to individuals who
appear to be in, or are nearing, a state of intoxication.

1.5.1. A listing of the 52d Fighter Wing Commander (52 FW/CC) approved selling/serving hours for Ser-
vices (SVS) facilities will be reviewed annually by the 52d Services Squadron Commander 52 (SVS/CC)
to ensure they provide reasonable service, meet local conditions and recognize the needs of military per-
sonnel. The Army and Air Force Exchange Service (AAFES) General Manager will do the same for the
AAFES outlets.

2.1.6. The following areas are authorized to sell alcoholic beverages for on-premise consumption:
2.1.6.1. (Added) Ball Fields (except youth) (malt beverages and wine only).
2.1.6.2. (Added) Base picnic areas during special SVS functions.
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2.1.6.3. (Added) Base Theater.
2.1.6.4. (Added) Bowling Center.
2.1.6.5. (Added) Collocated Club System.

2.1.6.6. (Added) Fitness Center during indoor athletic events, as approved by the 52d Mission Support
Group Commander (52 MSG/CC) on a case-by-case basis. (Malt beverages and wine only).

2.1.6.7. (Added) German Cantina.
2.1.6.8. (Added) Golf Course Snack Bar.
2.1.6.9. (Added) Community Activity Center.

2.1.6.10. (Added) Alcoholic beverages may be consumed in Spangdahlem AB family quarters and in dor-
mitories. Alcoholic beverages will not be stored or consumed in work areas or government facilities on
Spangdahlem AB, except as authorized in AFI 34-219 and its supplements or with written approval of 52
FW/CC. Squadron Commanders may approve consumption of malt beverages, wine and wine coolers for
special events such as promotions, retirements, Christmas parties, etc.

2.1.6.11. (Added) Consumption of alcoholic beverages in open containers while outdoors on Span-
gdahlem AB is allowed only under the following circumstances: at government family quarters; at dormi-
tories and their common areas; at base picnic areas while picnicking/cooking; at authorized SVS special
events; or as approved by the 52 MSG/CC. Alcoholic beverages will not be consumed or carried in open
containers inside vehicles on Spangdahlem AB.

2.1.8. Alcoholic beverages may be served and consumed in base facilities not designated for this purpose
when sold and dispensed by authorized SVS or AAFES facilities and approved by 52 MSG/CC. Malt bev-
erages, wine and wine coolers may be sold by authorized SVS activities at special events, e.g., open
houses, carnivals, bazaars, and other events approved by the 52 FW/CC. The procedure for securing such
approval for the consumption of alcoholic beverages from the 52 MSG/CC is as follows:

2.1.8.1. (Added) A written request (indorsement format) must be submitted through the 52 SVS/CC for
approval from 52 MSG/CC at least two weeks prior to the special event.

2.1.8.2. (Added) Once the request has been approved and signed by the 52 MSG/CC, the unit must main-
tain a copy of the letter, on hand, at the location where the alcohol is being consumed.

2.1.8.3. (Added) 52 SVS/CC will also maintain a copy of the letter in their files.
